who lives and reigns with you and the Holy Spirit, one God, now 

and for ever. Amen. 
 
The Third Sunday of Easter: Rogation (May 4) 
Almighty God, you gave your only Son to be for us both a sacrifice 

for sin and an example of godly living: Give us grace thankfully to 

receive his inestimable benefits, and daily to follow the blessed 

steps of his most holy life; through Jesus Christ our Lord, who lives 

and reigns with you and the Holy Spirit, one God, for ever and 

ever. Amen. 
 
The Fourth Sunday of Easter: Good Shepherd (May 11) 
O God, whose Son Jesus Christ is the Good Shepherd of your 

people: Grant that, when we hear his voice, we may know him who 

calls us each by name, and follow where he leads; who, with you 

and the Holy Spirit, lives and reigns, one God, for ever and ever.

The Fifth Sunday of Easter (May 18) 
Almighty God, whom truly to know is everlasting life: Grant us so 

perfectly to know your Son Jesus Christ to be the way, the truth, 

and the life, that we may steadfastly follow his steps in the way that 

leads to eternal glory; through Jesus Christ your Son our Lord, 

who lives and reigns with you, in the unity of the Holy Spirit, one 

God, for ever and ever.

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The Sixth Sunday of Easter: Rogation (May 25) 
O God, you have prepared for those who love you such good 

things as surpass our understanding: Pour into our hearts such 

love towards you, that we, loving you in all things and above all 

things, may obtain your promises, which exceed all that we can 

desire; through Jesus Christ our Lord, who lives and reigns with 

you and the Holy Spirit, one God, for ever and ever.

Ascension Day (May 29)

The Visitation of the Virgin Mary to Elizabeth (May 31) 
Almighty God, by whose grace Elizabeth rejoiced with the blessed 

Virgin Mary and greeted her as the mother of the Lord: Look with 

favor on your lowly servants, that, with Mary, we may magnify 

your holy Name and rejoice to acclaim her Son as our Savior; who 

lives and reigns with you, in the unity of the Holy Spirit, one God, 

now and for ever.

The Sunday After the Ascension (June 1)

the Holy Spirit, one God, now and for ever. Amen. 
 
The Transfiguration of Our Lord Jesus Christ (August 6) 
O God, who on the holy mount revealed to chosen witnesses your 

well-beloved Son, wonderfully transfigured, in raiment white and 

glistening: Mercifully grant that we, being delivered from the 

disquietude of this world, may by faith behold the King in his 

beauty; who with you and the Holy Spirit lives and reigns, one 

God, for ever and ever. Amen.

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reigns with you, in the unity of the Holy Spirit, one God, now and 

for ever.

Proper 15 (August 17) 
Keep your Church, O Lord, by your perpetual mercy; and because 

without you the frailty of our nature causes us to fall, keep us from 

all things hurtful, and lead us to all things profitable for our 

salvation; through Jesus Christ our Lord, who lives and reigns with 

you and the Holy Spirit, one God, for ever and ever. Amen. 
 
Proper 16 (August 24) 
Let your continual mercy, O Lord, cleanse and defend your 

Church; and, because it cannot continue in safety without your 

help, protect and govern it always by your goodness; through Jesus 

Christ our Lord, who lives and reigns with you and the Holy Spirit, 

one God, for ever and ever. Amen. 
 
St. Bartholomew the Apostle (August 25) 
Almighty and everlasting God, you gave your apostle 

Bartholomew grace truly to believe and to preach your Word: 

Grant that your Church may love what he believed and preach 

what he taught; through Jesus Christ our Lord, who lives and 

reigns with you and the Holy Spirit, one God, for ever and ever. 

Amen. 
 
Proper 17 (August 31) 

O Lord, we pray that your grace may always precede and follow 

after us, that we may continually be given to good works; through 

Jesus Christ our Lord, who lives and reigns with you and the Holy
